Please note that our outside play equipment should
only be used by children who are supervised by
members of staff. Please can you ensure your
children do not play on the equipment before or after
school as we cannot guarantee their safety.

As many parents are aware, attendance is a whole
school priority at Bugle School. Our attendance
policy has recently been updated and we are
starting to ask parents to complete a form on their
child's return following an absence. We ask that
parents please complete and return these forms
which will be sent home in book bags, so we can
closely monitor absence levels.

As a school, we can receive extra funding, known as
Pupil Premium for children who are recorded as
being eligible to receive Free School Meals. This
funding supports the additional services we offer to
our children to ensure all are able to achieve their
full potential.

If you are in receipt of any of the benefits listed

above which would entitle your child to free school

meals, your school could claim Pupil Premium

funding to support your child’s education, just by you

completing an application form.

e Income Related Employment and Support
Allowance (ESA-IR) and equal based
Employment and Support Allowance.

e Child Tax Credit (CTC) with an annual income of
less than £16,190.
