Free School Meals and Pupil Premium   
Do You Qualify?  
From September 2014, all KS1 
children (Reception, Year 1 and 2) 
are eligible to receive free school 
meals.  However, if you are in 
receipt of one or more of the benefits listed below and 
do not receive Working Tax Credits, the school could 
benefit from Pupil Premium funding to support your 
child just by filling in an application form.  Application 
forms are available from the school office. 
To qualify you must be in receipt of one of the 
following benefits:
