Nursery Curriculum Overview

Intent (What do our children need to learn?): Our curriculum is based on children’s interests and next steps in learning so our long-term planning is flexible.
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Fine Motor Skills activities practise daily through mark-making, finger gym, constfruction, threading, dressing and undressing,

dough gym, cutting, woodwork, art and craft activities efc.

Holds pencil near point between first two fingers and thumb and uses it with good control. Handles tools, objects, construction
